Doubles Strategy:  As the fall leagues return there are some things that you can practice to get you match tough when the time 

is right.  Remember, in doubles each person has a role to play.  Your style of play, strengths and weaknesses, court position, ball 

position, your opponent and the score are some of the factors that determine what your role is at any given time, and it may 

change several times during the same point.  The role everyone wants to play is the role of the hero or the one that hits the win-

ning shot.  The problem is that most points are won by each others mistakes rather than winners.  No one wants to play the role 

of the person that sets up the point.  We have a tendency to over hit, over swing, go for the line, go for the spectacular (when the 

average will do) and try to hit something we saw on TV that worked for someone else.  We need to understand that we are not 

usually in position or we are not hitting the ball from a position that gives us a good opportunity when it does arise.  Good luck, 

hit it over the net but keep it low.  Its not a fire drill ï stay calm until you get the setup ï then Smash It Down Their Their 

Throats!
